2) The second input, bearing a blue wire, may be connected to either switched or unswitched AC service. Cap
off unused 120VAC or 277VAC wire to prevent shorting. This input controls the operation of the lamps in
non-emergency conditions and may be connected to a wall switch, photocell, etc.

CAUTION: At power up, if red and green led indicators continuously toggle on and off in an altemating pattemn,
immediately tum off AC power and check AC wiring per the above. Fast flashing indicates high line voltage and slow
